Pace Computer
Assembly

1. Cut out pieces (Each sheet has two calculators).

2. Place smaller circle on top of larger one and secure using a brass paper holder.

Use

1. Count your paces on a 100 foot course.  (Note:  works exactly the same if you use feet, yards, meters etc.)
2. If your pace is 38 steps in 100 feet (right, left=1pace) set the "steps" pointer to 38.  

3. Make a mark on the inner disk across from the 100 mark on the outer disk.  

4. To calculate the paces for say 75 feet rotate the inner disk so that the mark you just made is across from 75.  The "Steps" pointer on the inner disk is pointing to the number of paces (29).
